Entry Door Replacements
The Town of Wiscasset is seeking proposals to remove and replace three wooden doors situated at the Wiscasset Town Office.  These three original entry doors are failing due to becoming old and their normal wear and tear. 
 Two other entry doors have previously been replaced with storefront entry systems. The public likes these entry systems and the objective is to replace the three additional doors with similar systems.  
The first door to be replaced serves as the main entrance to the Town Office from the back parking lot.  This door has a partial window and an attached inside mail box which provides an accommodation to the public for their evening deliveries.  The Town likes this service and if possible, the contractor should find a way to help maintain this custom. 

The second door is the main entrance door to the Fire Department from the back parking lot.  The third door is the front entrance to the Fire Department facing main street. 

The project would consist of the contractor removing the old doors and furnishings and installing new entry doors.  A thorough inspection of the work to be performed is important to evaluate the entry doors the Town wishes to replace at the town office.  The Contractor should have the familiarity and capabilities to provide a top performing product and installation service.

3.  A firm estimate of the fee to be charged and estimated project duration.

4.  Proof of Insurance and Labor Warranty.

5.  Names, phone numbers of three contact people who have been your clients during the 
     last 18 months, whom we can call as references.

Public opening of the proposals will be done at the Board of Selectmen’s meeting on Tuesday, August 25, 2009 at 7 p.m., and we reserve the right to accept all or part, or to decline the whole proposal.
