Municipal Building Improvements

Roof Ventilation
The Town of Wiscasset is seeking proposals to determine the proper level of attic ventilation for the Wiscasset Town Office. The present system seems to fall short of allowing a continuous flow of outside air through the attic.  
In the summer, too much heat builds up in the attic eventually penetrating the ceiling insulation in the working areas below. Good ventilation would create a cooler attic in the summer and help reduce the energy use of air conditioners. During the winter, a drier attic would have less condensation on the rafters.  And prevent the ice and snow that melts and runs down the roof to the cooler eaves. This run-off will then re-freeze, creating an ice dam that will catch moisture on the roof. In time, the moisture backs up under the shingles and enters the building causing damage to ceilings and walls and promoting a mildew-breeding environment. 
A thorough inspection is important to determine the ventilation requirements and needs of specific areas in the municipal building.  The Contractor should have the familiarity and capabilities to meet any demand for installing enough ventilation. Contractors must have the knowledge of using the standard calculation recommended by the FHA (Federal Housing Administration) for installing proper attic ventilation. 
How to submit a proposal

2.  Explanation of how the task described above would be carried out.

3.  A firm estimate of the fee to be charged and estimated project duration.

4.  Proof of Insurance and Labor Warranty.

5.  Names, phone numbers of three contact people who have been your clients during the                       

     last 18 months, whom we can call as references.

Evaluation Criteria
The evaluation factors of the proposals will consist of Project Understanding, Technical Skills, Experience (know-how), Project Duration and Price.

Public opening of the proposals will be done at the Board of Selectmen’s meeting on Tuesday, August 25, 2009 at 7 p.m., and we reserve the right to accept all or part, or to decline the whole proposal.
